3. SPRING CLEAN UP AND SUMMER PREPARATION

Services may begin April 'ISt, and should be completed no later than Ap 3oth. Spring

clean-up and summer preparations include the following:

All deciduous trees up to 15 feet high shall be pruned removing broken, dead,
and diseased branches. This work shall be done after spring leaf expansion.

Apply ligquid time-released fertilizer and herbicide application to all turf areas.

Application shall include a pre-emergent annual grassy weed herbicide,
broadleaf post-emergent herbicide, and balanced fertilizer.

4. TURF MOWING AND LINE TRIMMING

Before each mowing, the entire grounds to be mowed and trimmed shall be patrolled
picking-up and removing all trash and debris and disposing of it off site.

a. All turf areas should be mowed at a height consistent with the growth habit of the
grass variety, usually between 2 to 3 inches. Mowing shall be done when the
grass blade reaches a height of no more than one-third (1/3) greater than the
preferred mowing height.

Note 5.¢c.1: 3.5 to 4 pounds of nitrogen per 1000 square feet of turf
should be applied during the season.
